American Safety and Health Institute (ASHI) Basic Wilderness First Aid
Venturing Training Weekend - January 7, 2006 — Camp La-No-Che

Basic Wilderness First Aid (BWFA) is a practical 8-hour course that prepares you to recognize and
avoid wilderness hazards and do first aid outdoors with whatever equipment you have or can
improvise.
